Child Clubs are one way for students
to take ownership of their community
in rural Nepal. Similar to a school’s
Student Council, Child Clubs meet on
a regular basis to discuss school and
community related topics and take
action. KISC EQUIP has facilitated the
launch of these in all Rukum partner
schools. On World Environment Day
in June of 2023, the Child Clubs led
groups of students to clean up the
local area. One group focused their
cleaning on local drinking water

remain much cleaner today. Another
group focused their cleaning on a
government office. When the mayor
heard what they were doing, he told
the club he would make sure his staff
kept the place clean from then on. The
actions of students influenced not only
the current situation, but the future of
their communities as well.
